As a courtesy, [ am writing to advise you that I am in the process of educating the African American
people of Harlem and nationwide of the great betrayal and sellout by the Negro politicians of this sacred
community called Harlem.

The former New York City mayor, David N. Dinkins was tenaciously booed for more than ten minutes by
nearly 300 infuriated black and white residents of Harlem at a recent Columbia University hearing hosted
by Community Board #9.

Therefore, we respectfully request that you, with all deliberate speed, resign your congressional seat, and
in doing so inform all of the survivors and the ancestors of the Great Middle Passage that our Mecca will
be restored, and the economic raping and robbing of our people will be no more.

I await the announcement of your resignation.
